Collection of vintage
cars and motorcycles

B esides his passion for gathering the antiques that nowadays represent the
Blacksmith's long history, Gino Tonutti was particularly fond of collect-
ing vintage cars and motorcycles. Since his early youth he used to travel round
Italy and abroad, searching for old models and wrecks; taken to his black-
smith's workshop, these were restored with his own hands and brought to a
new life to testify the glorious past of the Italian and world motor industry.
Some of those models had been directly bought by Tonutti as everyday cars
and, after being used for years, they became part of the collection.

Cars, as well as motorcycles, are not just means of transport, useful for work
and leisure, or beloved by hobbyists: they are part of our lives, of the history
of our custom, of our economy. The past of our motor industry is often for-
gotten outside a close circle of lovers like Tonutti: therefore he deserves our
grateful acknowledgment for his devoted dedication in putting together the
wonderful collection everyone can admire in his museum.

The collection is nowadays made up of more than some fifty cars and as many
motorcycles. The re-arrangement and restoration of certain cars and motorcy-
cles have been long and difficult due to several causes and problems in find-
ing spare parts have called for long times. We'll report here for brevity on the
most significant pieces, listed for convenience in alphabetic order and by year

of construction.



Alfa Romeo
Established in 1909 as the Iralian branch of the French company Darracq,

the original Alfa turned in a short time its trade name into Alfa Romeo (1918).
To be remembered are che sports models 6C - 1750, 2500, 1900, Giulietta and
Giulia, at those times unbeatable in road races.

This is the brand that most has marked the history of the me/le-miglia race.

Autobianchi

Autobianchi was established in 1955 (in parallel with the production of
the Fiat Nuova 500) from the glorious Edoardo Bianchi’s, thanks to the inter-
vention of Fiat and Pirelli,. The production of Autobianchi started with a small
deluxe model derived from the economy-car made in Turin: Bianchina joined
the qualities of a small car with the finishing of a superior class model.
Designed by Fabio Rapi, its line is pleasantly squared and sophisticated, with

the prominent mudguards and the sunny inside that gave it a flactering success.
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
